In Preparation of Holy Communion 

 The Lord's Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession that, as He 
says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and 
blood to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with 
Him and with one another. Our Lord invites to His table those who trust His words, 
repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves 
us.   
For further study, see Matthew 5:23f, 10:32f, 18:15-35, 26:26-29, 1 Cor. 11:17-34 
 We welcome to the Lord’s Supper all Christians who are baptized, who have 
communed in a Christian church, and who share our understanding that, along with 
the bread and wine, we receive the very body and blood of our living Lord Jesus—for 
the strengthening of our faith and witness. 
 The glasses in the very center of each tray contain non-alcoholic wine for the use 
of those receiving communion who are unable to drink alcohol. Communicants may 
choose to receive the wine in an individual cup, from the Chalice (the Common Cup) or 
by immersing the wafer in the Chalice (also called intinction). It is very helpful to keep 
your empty glass visible so Pastor can see if you desire the Common Cup. 
 Children who do not commune are invited to come to the rail for a blessing.  
 If you need communion brought to your seat, please let an usher know.

Sunday Morning Bible Class Some say that it is not really important what we believe, 
but that we do good for others. Others try to pull us in the opposite direction: it is 
not what we do that counts but only that we believe the right things. In five short 
chapters James sets the record straight. He offers pastoral encouragement (and even 
a little correction) to his people and to us. Since James is addressing those who 
already believe in Christ as Savior, he does not attempt to systematically outline the 
basics of Christian faith for them (we call that justification). Rather, his purpose is to 
encourage his readers to live the faith they profess to believe (we call this 
sanctification). James repeatedly points out that genuine faith in Christ will always 
show itself in the believer’s life through the fruits of faith—Christlike living and loving 
others. After spelling out the practical implications faith in Christ has for our lives, 
James will challenge us to put these into action. Join us on Sunday mornings at 9 am 
either in person at church or livestreamed on Facebook as we study James, How 
Faith Works. 



Wednesday Zoom Bible Class Sometimes we forget about the relationship 
between the Passover (in the Old Testament and in Jesus' day) and our celebration 
of Holy Communion. Passover was so long ago and about different people, what 
could it teach us? 
But God is the same and His will is the same, both in Passover and in Communion. 
As we study of God’s Word, we will better appreciate what of Passover is fulfilled in 
the Sacrament of Holy Communion. We will grow by realizing that both meals 
speak of rescue from slavery, readiness to follow our rescuer God, remembrance of 
all that He has done for our salvation, and repeated celebrations of God's grace. 
We will learn more about the Old Testament celebration meal of God’s deliverance 
and how it is fulfilled in Christ and in us through Holy Communion. 
The people of the old covenant found their faith lifted through their celebration of 
the Passover. As people of the new covenant, we find our faith lifted in our 
celebration of the Sacrament in which Christ Jesus gives us the gift of Himself. Our 
faith will be strengthened as we study His Word and the themes of rescue, 
readiness, remembrance, and repetition in Passover to Communion, each 
Wednesday morning at 10:30am on Zoom. 

Women’s Bible Study will be focusing on Elijah, Spiritual Stamina in Every Season 

by Melissa Spoelstra. In this six-week study grounded in 1 and 2 Kings, we will 

examine the life of the prophet Elijah, an ordinary man who did extraordinary 

things for God in the midst of the highs and lows of life. Learn some of the spiritual 

stamina secrets that helped him hold on and persevere in faith, including practical 

habits related to prayer, choices, soul care, surrender, mentoring and legacy. The 

Bible class meets each Tuesday at 10:00 am in the Choir Room. We would love it if 

you would join us!

The window behind the altar is our EASTER SUNRISE WINDOW. 
The cross hanging in front of the window is an empty cross, reminding us 
that Jesus rose from the dead and is alive now to be with us here and 
always.  Every Sunday is a celebration of Easter. The symbol on the front 
of the ALTAR is a combination of two Greek letters: the “chi,” which looks 
like our English “x,” and the “rho,” which looks like our “p.” In the Greek, 
these letters are the first two of “Christ.” Combined as they are, they 
suggest the cross. Superimposed on the cross is a heart, the reminder that 
God’s love for us is the reason Jesus died on the cross. God’s love for us 
empowers us to share his love with others.
